Terms & Definitions

THE TEN SPECIAL HAFTARAH READINGS

TLAT DEPURANTA (Three of Destruction)

Beginning with the |17th of Tamuz until the 9th of Av, a time known as Bein HaMetzarim (between the straits) is ob-
served with special haftarah readings and fasting. During this time there are three special haftarah readings that mark a
time of mourning for the Jewish nation. This year the 17th of Tamuz is on Shabbat, therefore it is observed the follow-
ing Sunday, July I, 2018. During this time the Jews lament the destruction of Jerusalem by the Romans in 69 CE, and
other calamities that befell them on this date. The 17th of Tamuz is observed by fasting in remembrance of the walls of
Jerusalem being breached by the Romans. Another fast is held on the 9th of Av commemorating the destruction of the
Temple by fire. The haftarot from these three Shabbatot are from the books of Jeremiah and Isaiah and tell of Israel’s
faithlessness and the doom that would befall them if they would not repent. These three readings are as follows:

Ist Shabbat  July 7th Tamuz 24 Jeremiah |:1-2:3
2nd Shabbat  July 14th Av 2 Jeremiah 2:4-28, 3:4
3rd Shabbat  July 21st Av9 Isaiah I:1-27

Our G-d is gracious, forgiving and merciful therefore these three haftarot readings are followed with
seven readings that are filled with messages of hope, consolation and redemption.

SHIVAH DENECHEMATA (Seven of Consolation)
Beginning with Tisha B’Av (9th of Av) until Rosh HaShanah there are seven Shabbatot (Sabbaths). This year Tisha B’Av
falls on a Shabbat and is therefore observed on Sunday, July 22, 2018. Rosh HaShanah is on Monday, September |0th,
2018. The seven Haftarah readings during this period are called Shivah DeNechemata (Seven of Consolation). These
seven readings are from the book of Isaiah and offer hope, comfort and consolation. In fact, the first Shabbat reading
on July 28th is referred to as the Shabbat Nachamu (Shabbat of Consolation). These seven readings are as follows:

Ist Shabbat  July 28th Av 16 Isaiah 40:1-26
2nd Shabbat ~ August 4th Av 23 Isaiah 49:14-51:3
3rd Shabbat ~ August | Ith Av 30 Isaiah 54:11-55:5
4th Shabbat ~ August |8th Elul 7 Isaiah 51:12-52:12
5th Shabbat ~ August 25th Elul 14 Isaiah 54:1-10

6th Shabbat ~ September Ist Elul 21 Isaiah 60:1-22

7th Shabbat ~ September 8th Elul 28 Isaiah 61:10-63:9

In these passages we read of Adonai's devotion, love and faithfulness to His people, Israel. The
message of restoration and redemption speak of Moshiach (Messiah). As you read these seven
haftarah portions you will see the hope of our Messiah, Yeshua, throughout these readings and
long for His return. Then we will say, ‘Baruch ha-ba b’shem Adonai’ (Blessed is He whom comes
in the name of the Lord) Matthew 23:39 TLV.
